system; adherence to the NALMCO Code of Ethics;
and proof of ongoing continuing education and
leadership within the lighting industry.

You may prepare for the exam by using NALMCO's
Knowledge Center, an online database of lighting
information, or by attending a Content Review Session
held at NALMCO'’s Spring Seminar and Convention.
